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· The first rule of fundraising is: Don't be afraid to approach the "right people" for money
· Ask people who gave last year
· Encourage people to donate annually
· Ask other people to help you

·  Challenge members of your association’s board of directors to "give, get, or get off"
· Communicate regularly with your contributors and tell them how their money is being used as this encourages them to continue giving
· Think about how you might address different audiences and seek donations from other sources—committees, affiliates, brokers, etc.
· Do not forget RAPAC law as there are a number of requirements including no corporate checks
· Finally, don’t forget to thank contributors. This is just as important as asking for money. It is polite, ethical and good business. It is also an effective way of making them feel good about supporting RAPAC.
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
